If you follow the church year, (and I hope that you 

do), you will know that we are entering that long pe-

riod of time between Pentecost and Advent which is 

called “ordinary time.”  

I think this is a very appropriate name. Aren’t the ma-

jority of times in our lives “ordinary?” In fact, children 

and adults alike like the comfort of routine. We all 

love the excitement of vacation or of Christmas, but 

isn’t it nice to come back home again or take down the 

Christmas tree and resume the duties and daily activi-

ties of our lives?  

In the Christian year the color of the days after Pente-

cost are primarily green.  This, too, is appropriate, as 

tree leaves and grass and bushes are green, again ordi-

nary.  

The trick to living out the ordinary days of our lives is 

to see the holy in the ordinary. Instead of being bored 

by the same old people we see and the same old things 

we do to see them afresh. To see them with the eyes of 

a child or the eyes of a saint. 

It is said that the only instinct a child has is that of 

sucking. Everything else is learned. No wonder the 

world is such a magical place to a child.  

During these days after Pentecost, pray that God will 

open your eyes to see the world anew. How long has it 

been since you have gone outside and seen the stars? 

Watched the flow of a river? Smelled the gardenias in 

bloom? If you travel this summer, pay close attention 

to the terrain. What does it really look like? 

Even more importantly, look afresh at the people in 

your lives, especially the ones you see the most often. 

I’ve often wondered what our lives would look like if 

we were as polite to those closest to us as we are to 

strangers. Give it a try and see what happens. Each of 

us is a spiritual work in progress, and we need the en-

couragement of those closest to us.  

It is, in fact, extraordinary.  

While you are at it, take a fresh look at the Church – 

that wonderful home for saints and sinners. That place 

where we learn to love each other despite our differ-

ences of opinions, our difference in doctrine.  

Peace be with you in the ordinary, 

From Father Courtney… 

 When I named my website “The Organ Grinder’s Mon-

key” (www.petercourtney.net) I was preparing a memoir of 42 

years in ordained ministry. I wanted to mirror what people 

imagine when they look at the species presbyteros episcopen-

siensis (Episcopal clergyperson). A Unitarian clergy friend of 

mine reminds me that the purpose of ordained people is to 

“afflict the comfortable and comfort the afflicted.”  

 Like most clever sayings this aphorism contains both truth 

and horror. The truth is that clergy leaders live in a constant 

state of conflicting expectations. Congregations expect the 

outcomes to be pleasing. The horror is that we know that 

emerging with something like integrity is unlikely.  

 The solution is to develop ourselves along with a mission 

that matches who we really are. Interim ministry has suited 

me very well since by and large I don’t wear well on the sys-

tems I find falling short of the mark. 

 Jesus was an interim. He moved from place to place and 

was often not invited back. When he did set his face towards 

Jerusalem, it did not go well. 

 On Maundy Thursday we wash feet. I invite you to expe-

rience this ministry after I demonstrate it at the liturgy. Perso-

nally I don’t like washing feet, but I do it anyway. I know that 

we are all called to ministry of service. I cannot issue the call 

if I am unwilling to offer it myself. Foot washing is a sign of 

service; service not servitude. There is a difference. 

 I am probably now on the downhill side of my service 

among you.  The vestry will soon have some choices to make 

and a call to issue. Since you have given me every opportunity 

to name my own tune and live my own life, I will always trea-

sure St. Augustine’s in a special way. I hope you treat your 

new priest to the same privilege. In the meantime we live on 

in the promises of God.

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WORSHIP AND SPIRITUALITY 
  

 

 
 

 Holy Week, the week proceeding Easter, 

is devoted to prayerful remembrance of the 

events of Christ’s Passion. It begins with 

Palm Sunday and continues through the Sat-

urday before Easter. St. Augustine’s will 

have services each day of Holy Week except 

Saturday, April 3. 

 The most important days of Holy Week 

are Palm Sunday, Maundy Thursday, and 

Good Friday. Palm Sunday celebrates Jesus’ 

triumphal entry into Jerusalem to the waving 

of palms and the cries of Hosanna by the 

people. The congregation will gather in the 

parish hall before the service for the blessing 

and distribution of the palms and then walk 

in procession to the church.  

 Maundy Thursday recalls the Last Sup-

per, the Passover meal at which Jesus 

washed his disciples’ feet and spoke the 

words over the bread and wine that insti-

tuted the Eucharist. Later that night he was 

betrayed by Judas in the Garden of Gethse-

mane. Maundy is from Latin, mandatum no-

vum, meaning “new commandment,” from 

Jesus’ words to his disciples, “I give you a 

new commandment, that you love one 

another” (John 13:34).  

 Maundy Thursday at St. Augustine’s 

will be celebrated at 7 PM with a service of 

footwashing and the Eucharist. The Euchar-

ist will end with the solemn stripping of the 

altar to ready the church for Good Friday.  

 Good Friday commemorates the Cruci-

fixion. The altar is completely bare, and the 

clergy wear black to symbolize mourning 

for Jesus’ suffering and death on the Cross. 

St. Augustine’s will have two Good Friday 

services, at noon and 7 PM. Both will be 

followed by the Stations of the Cross.  

 

 

 

 

 
 

Watch and Pray 
On the night of his arrest, as Jesus prayed in 

Gethsemane, he asked his sleeping disciples: 

“Could you not watch one hour?” You can 

watch one hour with Jesus between Maundy 

Thursday night and the last service on Good 

Friday, at home or before the reserved sa-

crament in St. Brigid’s Chapel. The chapel 

will be open 8 PM to midnight, Thursday, 

April 1, and Friday, April 2, 7 AM to noon 

and 1 PM to 7 PM. There is a sign-up sheet 

in St. David’s Hall. 

 

 

 

 

 
Stations of the Cross 

 The 14 black crosses on the interior 

walls of our church mark the Stations of the 

Cross.

Stripping the Altar 

 In the final moments of the Maundy 

Thursday service, after the acolyte extin-

guishes the altar candles, the altar guild will 

strip the altar, removing the candlesticks, 

gospel book, chalice, ciborium, paten, and 

altar coverings – all the furnishings used in 

celebrating the Eucharist. The sanctuary 

candle will be snuffed out, and the reserved 

sacrament will be removed from its place 

behind the altar and taken to St. Brigid’s

Chapel. The congregation will leave the 

darkened church in silence. 

 When we return to church on Good Fri-

day, the priest and deacon, dressed in black, 

will meet us in silence and conduct the ser-

vice before an altar bare of candles and co-

verings. Through Scripture readings and 

prayers, we will recall Christ’s suffering and 

death, adore his Cross, and mourn the sins, 

ours and the world’s, that made it necessary. 

We will take Holy Communion from the 

reserved sacrament, wafers that have been 

consecrated and set aside especially for this 

purpose. We will not celebrate the Eucharist 

because the Eucharist is our offering of 

praise and thanksgiving for Christ’s death, 

resurrection, and ascension to heaven.  

 The practice of stripping the altar goes 

back nearly 1500 years. In the time of Pope 

Gregory the Great (540-604 CE), the altar 

was stripped on Maundy Thursday evening 

and remained bare through Good Friday and 

Holy Saturday – the time of Christ’s suffer-

ing, death, and lying in the tomb. The prac-

tice symbolizes the abandonment of Jesus by 

his disciples and the stripping of his clothing 

by the soldiers as they prepared to crucify 

him. This is why the stripping of the altar is 

often done to the reading aloud of Psalm 22, 

which begins “My God, my God, why have 

you forsaken me.” 

 The bare altar can also be thought of as 

representing the tomb in which Christ’s 

body lay and the mourning of all believers 

for His death and suffering.  

 However, in the words of Psalm 30, 

“weeping may spend the night, but joy 

comes in the morning.” At the first service 

on Easter morning, worshippers enter the 

darkened church, and as candles are lit, they 

find the altar restored to its beauty, ready 

again to celebrate the Eucharist. On Easter 

morning, we joyfully make again our sacri-

fice of thanksgiving and praise for our Risen 

Lord and the great benefits of His salvation.  

  

The Paschal Candle 
 At the Great Vigil of Easter, a tall white 

candle is lit from the new fire. A deacon 

then carries the candle into the church, paus-

ing three times to say “The Light of Christ,” 

to which the people reply, “Thanks be to 

God.” That candle is the Paschal candle, 

symbol of Christ’s presence in the midst of 

his people as light of the world. 

 After all the candles of the church are lit 

from it,  the deacon places the Paschal can-

dle in its stand, and says or sings the Exsul-

tet, the verses that proclaim the victory of 

Christ over the darkness of sin and death.  

 The Paschal Candle burns at every ser-

vice of the great fifty days of Eastertide. On 

Pentecost Sunday, it is extinguished imme-

diately following the reading of the Gospel. 

It then remains next to the baptismal font, 

which at St. Augustine’s is placed before the 

lectern.  

 The word Paschal comes from pesach, 

the Hebrew word for Passover. The Paschal 

candle has been  a part of the Western Easter 

ritual for at least 1700 years. From earliest 

times, it was made of beeswax, and versions 

of the Exsultet dating back to the fourth cen-

tury include verses praising the wax and the 

bees that made it.   

 The Paschal candle is lit for baptisms, 

confirmations,  and ordinations. At those 

times, it represents the Spirit and the fire 

promised by John the Baptist to those bap-

tized in Christ. At funerals, we place the 

lighted Paschal candle near the casket or 

remains to signal the hope of the Resurrec-

tion into which we are baptized as Chris-

tians. At weddings, it represents the pres-

ence of Christ at the making and blessing of 

the vows of marriage. It serves as the Christ 

candle in the Advent wreath. 

 The Paschal candle is also said to 

represent the pillar of cloud and flame which 

led the Israelites across the wilderness when 

God called them out of Egypt.
