If you follow the church year, (and I hope that you 

do), you will know that we are entering that long pe-

riod of time between Pentecost and Advent which is 

called “ordinary time.”  

I think this is a very appropriate name. Aren’t the ma-

jority of times in our lives “ordinary?” In fact, children 

and adults alike like the comfort of routine. We all 

love the excitement of vacation or of Christmas, but 

isn’t it nice to come back home again or take down the 

Christmas tree and resume the duties and daily activi-

ties of our lives?  

In the Christian year the color of the days after Pente-

cost are primarily green.  This, too, is appropriate, as 

tree leaves and grass and bushes are green, again ordi-

nary.  

The trick to living out the ordinary days of our lives is 

to see the holy in the ordinary. Instead of being bored 

by the same old people we see and the same old things 

we do to see them afresh. To see them with the eyes of 

a child or the eyes of a saint. 

It is said that the only instinct a child has is that of 

sucking. Everything else is learned. No wonder the 

world is such a magical place to a child.  

During these days after Pentecost, pray that God will 

open your eyes to see the world anew. How long has it 

been since you have gone outside and seen the stars? 

Watched the flow of a river? Smelled the gardenias in 

bloom? If you travel this summer, pay close attention 

to the terrain. What does it really look like? 

Even more importantly, look afresh at the people in 

your lives, especially the ones you see the most often. 

I’ve often wondered what our lives would look like if 

we were as polite to those closest to us as we are to 

strangers. Give it a try and see what happens. Each of 

us is a spiritual work in progress, and we need the en-

couragement of those closest to us.  

It is, in fact, extraordinary.  

While you are at it, take a fresh look at the Church – 

that wonderful home for saints and sinners. That place 

where we learn to love each other despite our differ-

ences of opinions, our difference in doctrine.

 Just got the newsletter from our church here in Athens. 

We will meet our new minister the first week in May. She will 

be run ragged with dozens of encounters with strangers in a 

strange land (she comes from DC). I am looking forward to 

meeting her for the first time. She has never been in charge of 

a congregation before, nor has she had the exposure of being 

in the pulpit on a weekly basis. Her so-called “promotion” 

will give her a chance to run these gauntlets on a daily basis. 

 As I hear from some of you here at St. Augustine’s about 

your hopes, wishes and anxieties about your future leadership, 

I am very sympathetic. It has been good for me to be in the 

pew and to share your perspective. Of course, our interim is 

fabulous. Debby and I had him over for dinner (for the second 

time) the other night. It was good to have him for a meal and 

to share with him my perspectives of both sides of the altar 

rail. 

 We both observed that it is rare for a candidate to contact 

the interim about his or her sense of the congregation. We 

agreed that this is too bad. What happens from our perspective 

is that the new incumbent assumes that whatever happened in 

the past will now go away and that their personality, skills, 

charisma will blind everyone in amazement. Oh, yeah. Some 

folks will be thrilled to their core at the arrival of the new 

priest. Others won’t be so sure. After all he/she is different, 

which for some is a good thing, others not so much. 

 My plan for our new pastor is to tell her the truth about the 

good, the bad and the ugly and then allow her to sort it out. If 

she wants my help, she will get it. If not, she’ll get it some-

where else. 

 We joined our church after I retired partly because I had a 

professional relationship with the pastor which I continued to 

have after we became congregants. Since returning to Geor-

gia, we have had the same kind of warm relationship with our 

interim. This leads me to believe that the solution is in us. Our 

attitudes of welcome, acceptance and enthusiasm for our pas-

tors have led to close, productive relationships. Hmmmm.

In Memoriam 

Bishop Paul Reeves 

 The Right Reverend George Paul 

Reeves, 7
th

 Bishop of Georgia, died April 

14, in Asheville, NC. He was 91.  

 Bishop Reeves was born in Roanoke, 

VA. He graduated Phi Beta Kappa from 

Randolph-Macon College in 1940 and re-

ceived a Bachelor of Divinity from Yale Di-

vinity School in 1943. A Navy chaplain in 

World War II, he was ordained deacon and 

priest in 1948. He served churches in Winter 

Park, Sarasota, and Miami, FL, before being 

elected bishop coadjutor to Albert Rhett 

Stuart, 6
th

 Bishop of Georgia, in 1969. He 

succeeded Bishop Stuart in 1972, serving as 

Bishop of Georgia from 1972 to 1985.  
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 Fr. Neal Phelps, our former rector, was 

ordained deacon and priest by Bishop 

Reeves and had these memories of him: “Bi-

shop Reeves was a very caring pastor to the 

people of the Diocese of Georgia. He had a 

great sense of humor. He was very con-

cerned with the mentoring of new priests 

and sent several who were very helpful to 

us. Though travel in this large diocese could 

be exhausting and the decisions sometimes 

difficult to make, he did so with a good 

sense of prayer and identity in his role. He 

was very conservative in his theology, but 

he respected those who took another view. 

He was bishop during the time of our prayer 

book’s revision. He permitted continued use 

of the 1928 book, but graciously used the 

1979 revision. He looked forward to his vis-

its to St. Augustine’s because, as he told me, 

it was such a positive, enthusiastic congre-

gation. We continue to give thanks for his 

life and ministry among us.” 

 Bishop Reeves’ memorial was celebrat-

ed April 21 at St. John’s, Savannah.

Preparing Our Hearts 

  Has there ever been a more harried man 

than the prophet Elijah? In 1 Kings 19, flee-

ing the wrath of Queen Jezebel after de-

stroying the priests of Baal and bringing rain 

to parched Israel, he takes refuge in a cave. 

Exhausted and afraid, believing his life is 

over, he hears a voice tell him to go out and 

wait for the Lord to pass by. Through a shat-

tering wind, an earthquake, a great fire, Eli-

jah waits, but the Lord is not in any of them. 

Then he hears the sound of sheer silence. As 

the silence enfolds him, he knows he is 

about to hear the voice of his God and learn 

the direction his life will take. 

 We may not be coping with wind, earth-

quake and fire, but we do suffer from lack of 

peace. Silence makes us nervous; we want to 

fill it with sound. Clutching our Smart 

Phones and Blackberries, we are never away 

from the clamor of the media, the demands 

of family, friends, job. Yet, there is one 

place left in the world where we can be 

quiet, and that is church.  

 “The Lord of hosts is with us; the God of 

Jacob is our refuge,” says Psalm 46. Our 

church is designed remind us of that refuge 

and from the moment we enter, to help us 

fix our minds on God. The high, dark ceiling 

encourages us to lower our voices; the 

stained glass windows transform the light to 

tell us we have withdrawn from the loud 

outer world into sacred space. The glow of 

the sanctuary candle says we are in the pres-

ence of the sacrament, the bread of Heaven, 

which we will soon receive in the Eucharist. 

And when we lift our heads, our eyes meet 

the Cross and the face of our Redeemer.  

  People come in quietly; some kneel for 

private prayer, some bow their heads to re-

call their concerns and joys, some simply sit 

in silence, but all are preparing themselves 

to hear the voice of God.  

 The beauty of the Episcopal liturgy is 

that it builds in time to be still, time for us to 

feel God drawing near. Our liturgy does not 

begin and end with the opening and closing 

hymns, but with the lighting and extinguish-

ing of the altar candles. The candles symbol-

ize Christ as Light of the World, and their 

lighting creates a space in time for us to 

calm our minds and prepare our hearts for 

worship.  

 When the service starts with the opening 

procession, we break the silence with a song 

of praise, then return to quiet for prayer. Our 

liturgy shows the rhythm of our life with 

God – moving from quiet, prayerful waiting 

to joyous praise to prayer, again and again. 

Similarly, when we reply to the deacon’s 

dismissal with “Thanks be to God,” we are 

not meant to rush from our seats, but to wait 

as the acolyte extinguishes the candles, us-

ing those brief moments to give thanks, to 

feel the strength of God’s blessing received 

in the Eucharist, to ready ourselves to enter 

the world again.  

 “Be still and know that I am God,” 

Psalm 46 continues. When you come into 

church, take time to be still and listen for the 

voice of the Lord. Prepare your heart to re-

ceive his gifts of grace and comfort. Rest 

your mind  and voice, the better to sing His 

praise.
