If you follow the church year, (and I hope that you 

do), you will know that we are entering that long pe-

riod of time between Pentecost and Advent which is 

called ñordinary time.ò  

I think this is a very appropriate name. Arenôt the ma-

jority of times in our lives ñordinary?ò In fact, children 

and adults alike like the comfort of routine. We all 

love the excitement of vacation or of Christmas, but 

isnôt it nice to come back home again or take down the 

Christmas tree and resume the duties and daily activi-

ties of our lives?  

In the Christian year the color of the days after Pente-

cost are primarily green.  This, too, is appropriate, as 

tree leaves and grass and bushes are green, again ordi-

nary.  

The trick to living out the ordinary days of our lives is 

to see the holy in the ordinary. Instead of being bored 

by the same old people we see and the same old things 

we do to see them afresh. To see them with the eyes of 

a child or the eyes of a saint. 

It is said that the only instinct a child has is that of 

sucking. Everything else is learned. No wonder the 

world is such a magical place to a child.  

During these days after Pentecost, pray that God will 

open your eyes to see the world anew. How long has it 

been since you have gone outside and seen the stars? 

Watched the flow of a river? Smelled the gardenias in 

bloom? If you travel this summer, pay close attention 

to the terrain. What does it really look like? 

Even more importantly, look afresh at the people in 

your lives, especially the ones you see the most often. 

Iôve often wondered what our lives would look like if 

we were as polite to those closest to us as we are to 

strangers. Give it a try and see what happens. Each of 

us is a spiritual work in progress, and we need the en-

couragement of those closest to us.  

It is, in fact, extraordinary.  

While you are at it, take a fresh look at the Church ï 

that wonderful home for saints and sinners. That place 

where we learn to love each other despite our differ-

ences of opinions, our difference in doctrine.

Dear Ones, 

 Greetings from the north country!  Words can hardly ex-

press my joy in coming to you, and my eagerness to get to 

know you all as your priest and pastor.   

 By way of introduction, allow me to tell you about myself.  

I grew up in Baytown, Texas, where I was born and my par-

ents still live.  I have one sister living in the Houston area, and 

three nieces who are the delight of my life. My wife Shannon 

and I have been married for sixteen years, having known each 

other since we were in eighth grade together. I attended Rice 

University in Houston and graduated in 1992 with a degree in 

English. While I was in college, I was introduced to the Epi-

scopal Church, having been something of a denominational 

ñmuttò before that (Methodist, Christian and Missionary Al-

liance, Southern Baptist.)  

 I worked as a technical writer and editor for a computer 

software company before entering the Episcopal Theological 

Seminary of the Southwest in Austin, where I graduated in 

2000.  For the next three years I was the assistant rector and 

university chaplain at St. Paulôs Church in Waco, Texas (yes, 

THAT Waco!), and then enrolled in the doctoral program at 

Drew University in Madison, New Jersey.  I anticipate receiv-

ing my Ph.D. in liturgical studies in the spring of 2011, after I 

complete my dissertation.  (Your prayers in this matter are 

most earnestly desired!)  I am currently the long-term supply 

priest for St. Peterôs Church, Mount Arlington, a ñtiny but 

mightyò congregation on a beautiful lake in the forests of 

northwestern New Jersey.

 My first project as I come to be with you is simply to get 

to know you all, and let you get to know me.  I told the vestry 

when I interviewed with them that I wanted to find out what 

makes St. Augustineôs  most truly itselfðwhat is it that we do 

better than anyone else, that makes us ñUs.ò  So I will be 

looking for opportunities to find that out, as I get acquainted 

with the parish and the larger neighborhood.   

 We have a remarkable opportunity, as Episcopal Chris-

 century, to model a particular way of 

living out and speaking about our faith in a culture that is 
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increasingly secular and indifferent, if not 

downright hostile, to religious institutions.  

St. Augustineôs Church is located (physical-

ly and spiritually) in a marvelous place to be 

an outward and visible sign of the love and 

power of God, present in the local communi-

ty   I have already experienced something of 

this in Augusta, and I will tell you that story 

when I come to you in September.   

 In the meantime, I do ask for your pray-

ers, as Shannon and I prepare to move.  It 

will be our privilege and honor to be among 

you very soon, and we look forward to be-

ginning our new life back home in the 

South!

Parish To Honor Deacon Aton  

At August 1
st
 Reception 

 When Dr. James Aton retired from the 

U.S. Army in the 1980s, his wife Joan was 

looking forward to having him to herself. 

Their four children were grown, and the 

tours of duty, early morning rounds, and late 

night meetings that kept him away from 

home so much were over. It was time to re-

lax and enjoy life ï together. But the distin-

guished dermatologist, who ended his 30-

year military career as Chief of Staff at Ft. 

Gordonôs Eisenhower Army Medical Cen-

ter, could not settle down. Above his calling 

as a physician, he heard a new call ï to the 

ministry of deacon.  

 Although unwilling at first to accept that 

God wanted her husband to serve his church 

as a deacon, Joan Aton came to understand 

the power of this new call, and on the day of 

her husbandôs ordination in 1987, her gift to 

him was his first deaconôs stole, embroi-

dered with the names of their grandchildren. 

Joan Aton supported Deacon Aton as she 

had Col. Aton ï with grace and enthusiasm. 

until her death in 2005.   

 As one of the first deacons ordained in 

the Diocese of Georgia, Deacon Aton was 

soon off on a new set of rounds, visiting the 

sick and teaching confirmation classes. 

Many Sundays found him conducting wor-

ship services at parishes that had no priest. 
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He was a faithful supporter of the Dioceseôs 

deacon school of ministry, and mentored our 

newest deacon, Faye Forbes. And who could 

forget the many Easter Vigil services when 

he carried the newly kindled Paschal candle 

before us into the church and sang the Ex-

sultet: ñRejoice now, heavenly hosts and 

choirs of angels, and let your trumpets shout 

Salvation...ò 

 Deacon Atonôs gentle, cheerful kindness 

comforted the sick, reassured the anxious, 

and made newcomers feel welcome. He 

helped establish Augustaôs St. Stephenôs 

Ministry, which has aided people with 

HIV/AIDS for 20 years. Through it all, he 

maintained a part-time practice in dermatol-

ogy: he was St. Augustineôs sidewalk der-

matologist, diagnosing skin conditions with 

a glance, and keeping a thermos of liquid 

nitrogen on hand to treat easy to handle 

problems right in St. Davidôs Hall.  

 Since then Deacon Aton has had to face 

the fact that he doesnôt have quite the energy 

he used to. Taking the advice of his lovely 

companion Ann,  he has reluctantly accepted 

that it is time to retire.

Education for Ministry 

     Ministry is the work of all the people of 

God, and the ministry of lay persons is to 

use Godôs gifts to carry on Christôs work of 

reconciliation in the world and take part in 

the life, worship, and governance of the 

church.

Episcopalian 101 

The Narthex: Door To Salvation 

 Fennel. Maybe youôve seen its broad 

white bulbs with feathery leaves of dark 

green, piled up in some grocery stores. Fen-

nel is Italyôs favorite vegetable: it crunches 

like celery, but tastes like licorice. Fennel 

grows wild in Greece and the Holy Land, 

where its relative, giant fennel, can be ten 

feet tall. Hollow stalks of giant fennel have 

been used as containers since ancient times. 

According to Greek myth, civilization began 

when Prometheus stole fire from the gods by 

concealing a live coal in a fennel stalk. 

 In Greek, the word for fennel stalk is 

narthex, which at St. Augustineôs is what we 

call the narrow entry hall where most of us 

enter and leave the church each Sunday. 

There we pause to greet each other and re-

ceive the order of worship. Our processions 

begin and end there. We could call it the 

foyer, vestibule, or lobby, but the word nar-

thex connects us to beginnings of our faith.  

 In the early church, Christians could not 

participate in or even witness the Eucharist 

until they had been baptized. Preparation for 

baptism could take three years of study and 

prayer, and until then, the catechumens were 

ñcontainedò in a churchôs entry hall, hearing 

the sermon and prayers through a screen or 

metal gate. At the Easter Vigil or Pentecost, 

the catechumens made their confession of 

faith and received baptism from the font, 

which was located in the narthex. Then the 

gates through which they heard the services, 

were opened to receive them into the full 

fellowship of the Eucharist for the very first 

time. 

 At St. Augustineôs, as in ancient 

churches, it is not possible to walk in off the 

street and immediately approach the altar. 

The doors of our church are at either end of 

the narthex, so you could just walk straight 

through without ever seeing the main church 

interior. To approach the altar from the nar-

thex, you have to physically make a 90 de-

gree turn and go through a door. Even 

though you do it automatically, you are 

making a decision to stop going in one di-

rection and go in another, and each Sunday 

when you return to the church, you make 

that decision again ï to join in the fellow-

ship of other Christians and approach the 

altar of the Lord.  

 These days we hold baptisms in the 

church before the whole congregation, yet 

our narthex is still more than a place to sign 

the guestbook or say hi to friends. The nar-

thex symbolically contains the door to salva-

tion. The processions that begin there 

represent the bringing of the light of Christ. 

The recessionals lead us back into the world 

to carry Godôs word on our hearts and lips.
