If you follow the church year, (and I hope that you 
do), you will know that we are entering that long pe-
riod of time between Pentecost and Advent which is 
called Òordinary time.Ó  
I think this is a very appropriate name. ArenÕt the ma-
jority of times in our lives Òordinary?Ó In fact, children 
and adults alike like the comfort of routine. We all 
love the excitement of vacation or of Christmas, but 
isnÕt it nice to come back home again or take down the 
Christmas tree and resume the duties and daily activi-
ties of our lives?  
In the Christian year the color of the days after Pente-
cost are primarily green.  This, too, is appropriate, as 
tree leaves and grass and bushes are green, again ordi-
nary.  
The trick to living out the ordinary days of our lives is 
to see the holy in the ordinary. Instead of being bored 
by the same old people we see and the same old things 
we do to see them afresh. To see them with the eyes of 
a child or the eyes of a saint. 
It is said that the only instinct a child has is that of 
sucking. Everything else is learned. No wonder the 
world is such a magical place to a child.  
During these days after Pentecost, pray that God will 
open your eyes to see the world anew. How long has it 
been since you have gone outside and seen the stars? 
Watched the flow of a river? Smelled the gardenias in 
bloom? If you travel this summer, pay close attention 
to the terrain. What does it really look like? 
Even more importantly, look afresh at the people in 
your lives, especially the ones you see the most often. 
IÕve often wondered what our lives would look like if 
we were as polite to those closest to us as we are to 
strangers. Give it a try and see what happens. Each of 
us is a spiritual work in progress, and we need the en-
couragement of those closest to us.  
It is, in fact, extraordinary.  
While you are at it, take a fresh look at the Church Ð 
that wonderful home for saints and sinners. That place 
where we learn to love each other despite our differ-
ences of opinions, our difference in doctrine.

Greetings from the Senior Warden . . . 
 
 In 2010 St. AugustineÕs marks its 50th anniversary and this 
issue of the newsletter lists some of the festivities planned for this 
milestone in the life of our parish. The anniversary theme is 
ÒCommemorate the Past, Celebrate the Present, Contemplate the 
Future.Ó ItÕs such a good theme that I decided to get a jump on 
things and do a little commemorating, celebrating, and contem-
plating of my own. 
 Over fifty years ago, the founders of St. AugustineÕs heard a 
call to start this church. First they met in peopleÕs homes, then in 
a meeting room at Daniel Village, then in the chapel at the old 
Oliver Hospital, where they barely had power and didnÕt have 
heat. They borrowed priests from whichever Episcopal church 
could spare one until the bishop approved their mission and as-
signed them a priest of their own. The Gwinn Nixon family do-
nated the land; they all pledged cash and services, and they bor-
rowed the rest to put up the parish hall with a small kitchen and a 
couple of tiny offices. Every Sunday for twelve years, the people 
of St. AugustineÕs worshipped and gave thanks to God in the par-
ish hall, as they worked their jobs, raised their children, and 
served the church and the wider community. They set us a good 
example. They were always looking to the present and to the fu-
ture for ways to serve God. 
 That faith and spirit of service drew other people to St. 
AugustineÕs, people who shared their understanding that when we 
are baptized as Christians, we enter relationship with a God who 
blesses us, forgives us unconditionally, and calls us to be a bless-
ing to others. They knew they had a ministry to God, to the world, 
to the church, and to each other.  
 Reading the vestry notes from that era, I feel humbled by the 
number of ministries our parish supported. I am humbled too to 
know how they rejoiced and worshipped, struggling together 
through the turmoil of the times Ð integration, a new prayer book, 
womenÕs ordination, and more. Some left in anger and bewilder-
ment, blaming the larger church as it too struggled to remain 
faithful in the midst of ever-faster change. Many heard GodÕs call 
to make their journey with Him here and were prepared to love 
anyone God sent through the door.

 Ten years ago, when I came here for the 
baptism of my grandson, I felt that spirit and 
it called me to stay. 
 Most of that founding generation has 
gone home to God, but we are blessed to 
have some with us still and with them many 
faithful people who heard the same call. I 
am amazed by their vitality, the strength of 
their commitment to God and to us, and how 
they passed that spirit of love and service to 
their children. Some Sundays we have three 
generations of a family ministering to us, a 
son or daughter serving as acolyte, a parent 
reading lessons or singing in the choir, 
grandparents as ushers or coffee hosts.  
 Theirs was and is an-actions-speak-
louder-than-words generation. Put on the 
spot, they might say, ÒIÕm just living my ob-
ligationÓ or simply, ÒI love this church and 
the people in it.Ó Now in this talk-talk-talk 
era, when it seems like many people would 
rather fight than serve, the message remains 
the same: God loves us, but we also have to 
show that we love God. Jesus was very clear 
about how we do that: We love God with all 
our heart, soul, mind, and strength, and our 
neighbors as ourselves. This is what we 
promise when we accept GodÕs grace 
through baptism. 
 Being faithful to our baptismal promise 
isnÕt complicated. We donÕt have to leap tall 
buildings, travel thousands of miles, or be 
experts in theology. We just have to be 
faithful in small things. First, we have to 
show up. Then we have to pitch in with 
money, time, and ideas. (If you arenÕt sure 
what needs to be done, just ask Ð me, our 
clergy, or simply call the church office.) 
Above all, we have to pray, worship, give 
thanks, and answer Our LordÕs call with 
ÒHere I am, Lord. Send me.Ó  
 I pray that all of us will come to under-
stand that this parish that nourishes us needs 

our ministry, that we must feed it with our 
love and service as God has fed and feeds us 
here. I know this is a long message, but I ask 
that you read it twice, first with your eyes 
and then with your heart.

 Christian Formation Classes  
For All Ages Start Aug. 16 

To strengthen the foundations of the Chris-
tian life in all who come to us, our parish 
offers Sunday morning spiritual formation 
activities for all ages. 
 

For Children and Youth 
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Nurture your childÕs relationship with God 
through lessons that introduce the child to 
the love and example of Jesus. In this Epis-
copal based curriculum, Living the Good 
News, fun, interactive lessons use art, 
drama, music, and lots of fellowship to pre-
pare children for the church service. Each 
Sunday children preschool through grade 
8 enjoy lessons with a common focus drawn 
from the lectionary readings for the 
day. They explore the scriptures used in the 
Sunday liturgy, participating in the rhythms 
of the Church yearÑ Advent, Christmas, 
Epiphany, Lent, Easter and Pentecost. All 
age levels explore at least one common Bi-
ble reading each week, so family members 
can discuss their discoveries together at 
home.
