Holy Baptism and Confirmation

Holy Baptism and the Holy Eucharist are
the two sacraments we say were OinstitutedO
by Jsus Christ because he himself took part
in them. When Jesus embarked on his gini
try, his first &t was to seek out John the
Baptist and undergo baptism. Just as JesusO
baptism marked the beginning of a new
phase in his life, our baptism marks ttee b
ginning of our life in Christ.

As a sacrament, Holy Baptism is Oan
outward and visible sign of an invehand
spiritual grace.O The outward and visible
sign of baptism is water, that is poured three



times over the tgiismal candidateOs head by

from the beginimg of their lives. The pa

the priest who says the personOs name and Olents promise to bring their children up in the

baptize you in the name of the Father, and
the Son, and the Holy Spi® With that
simple act, the baptized persagcbmes a
Christian and starts a new life. This new life
is based on the inward and spiritual grace of
being united with Christ in his death ared r
surrection, and in the forgiveness of sins.

In the Episcopal Burch, Holy Baptism
takes place before the congregation. When
someone is baptized, they, the congregatiorn,
God, and the church are all making a decl
ration and promises. Those about to be-ba
tized are called OcandidatesO and are pr
sented by Osponsors,Opbe who are
already baptized and who promise to suppor
the newly baptized in their life as Cétrans.
(For infants and children, sponsors are
called Ogogharents.O) The candidates d
clare that they renounce Satan, evil and the
sinful desires that draviném from love of

—+

God. They accept Jesus Christ as Savior and

promise to follow and obey him. Together
with the candidates, the people in theco
gregation renew their own baptisms by-sa
ing the ApostleOs Creed, promising - pr
claim the Good News, seek Csirin all
persons, strive for justice and peace, aad r
spect the dignity of others.

After pouring water on the candidatesO
heads, the priest marks their foreheads with
the sign of the Cross, using chrism (asp
cially blessed oil), saying their names and
Qrou are sealed by the Holy Spirit infBa
tism and marked as ChristOs own for ever.Q
In that act, God declares, through the priest,
that the baptized belong to him, are sheep of
his own flock, and receive his redeeming
grace. The candidates are then welcoimed
the congregatiarwhich is how the Church
declares that it recognizes them as &hri
tians, menbers of ChristOs flock.

Unlike some Protestant churches, the
Episcopal Church baptizes infants and-chi
dren to hclude them in GodOs promises

church, to help them understand and follow
Christ, and the gegarents promise to pu
port the parents in this effort. Once children
become teenagers or young adults, they are
able toaccept the responsibility of theirfa
tismal vows for themselves. This mature,
public commitment to Christ, made through
prayer, renewal of baptismal vows, and the
laying on of hands by a bishop, is the sacr
mental rite of Confirmation.

Confirmation usally occurs after agy
riod of formal instruction in which cand
dates explore the meaning of their baptismal
vows, and learn more about the customs,
history, and practices of the Episcopal
Church through study of the Outline of the
Faith,or catechism. Rougy speaking, Bp-
tism makes us Christians, part of the unive
sal church, and confirmation makes uss=pi
copalians. Unbaptized adults who join the
church would be first baptized, themeo
firmed. Baptized adults wishing to join the
Episcopal Church from othelenominations
can also be confirmed, but if they have had
formal instruction in their previous deném
nations, they can also be OreceivedO into the
Episcopal Church.
