If you follow the church year, (and I hope that you 

do), you will know that we are entering that long pe-

riod of time between Pentecost and Advent which is 

called “ordinary time.”  

I think this is a very appropriate name. Aren’t the ma-

jority of times in our lives “ordinary?” In fact, children 

and adults alike like the comfort of routine. We all 

love the excitement of vacation or of Christmas, but 

isn’t it nice to come back home again or take down the 

Christmas tree and resume the duties and daily activi-

ties of our lives?  

In the Christian year the color of the days after Pente-

cost are primarily green.  This, too, is appropriate, as 

tree leaves and grass and bushes are green, again ordi-

nary.  

The trick to living out the ordinary days of our lives is 

to see the holy in the ordinary. Instead of being bored 

by the same old people we see and the same old things 

we do to see them afresh. To see them with the eyes of 

a child or the eyes of a saint. 

It is said that the only instinct a child has is that of 

sucking. Everything else is learned. No wonder the 

world is such a magical place to a child.  

During these days after Pentecost, pray that God will 

open your eyes to see the world anew. How long has it 

been since you have gone outside and seen the stars? 

Watched the flow of a river? Smelled the gardenias in 

bloom? If you travel this summer, pay close attention 

to the terrain. What does it really look like? 

Even more importantly, look afresh at the people in 

your lives, especially the ones you see the most often. 

I’ve often wondered what our lives would look like if 

we were as polite to those closest to us as we are to 

strangers. Give it a try and see what happens. Each of 

us is a spiritual work in progress, and we need the en-

couragement of those closest to us.  

It is, in fact, extraordinary.  

While you are at it, take a fresh look at the Church – 

that wonderful home for saints and sinners. That place 

where we learn to love each other despite our differ-

ences of opinions, our difference in doctrine.

From the Search Committee… 
 

  The search for a new rector can be an anxious and exciting 

time for a parish. The search committee is a little like the driver 

on a tour bus. The driver has to make sure the bus is operating 

properly, take the right roads, and get everyone to the destination 

safely. But what most travelers (and parishioners) want to know 

is, “Are we there yet?” 

 We’re not there yet, but we have covered a large part of the 

journey. There are nine basic stages in the search process. As of 

now we are in Stage 5: 

 Stage 1: Inform the bishop. This was done when Rev. Sim-

mons resigned. 

 Stage 2: Hire an interim. Sr. Ellen Francis is our interim. 

 Stage 3: Form a search committee, appoint a chair, and 

retain a search consultant. The vestry appointed: Kim Bragg, 

David Davidson, Emily Fields, Bob Hatcher, Joyce Long, L.D. 

Newman, John Neal, John Nixon, Jane Taylor, and Lillian Tho-

mas. Joyce Long is chair, and The Rev. Canon Rick Callaway, 

Diocese of Atlanta, is our very experienced search consultant.  

 Stage 4: Conduct a self-study. We crafted a survey ques-

tionnaire for parishioners to fill out to determine our member-

ship’s composition, needs, aspirations, and concerns. The survey 

was distributed in late April and by June about 40 percent of the 

questionnaires had been returned.  

 Stage 5: Compile a parish profile. This is where we are 

now. The survey results have been tabulated and analyzed and the 

parish profile drafted. We are editing and polishing the profile so 

that it gives the most accurate, informative picture of who we are. 

The profile will be submitted to the vestry and to the diocese for 

approval. It will then published on our website and sent to the na-

tional Church Deployment Office.  

 We still have to complete stages 6 through 9.  

 Stage 6: Produce a candidate profile. We needed a parish 

profile to get an idea of what kind of candidate might best serve 

our parish. We will use a form from the Church Deployment Of-

fice to produce the candidate profile, which will appear in various 

church publications, including The Episcopal Church website.

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 Stage 7: Receive names of prospective 

rectors. Names of applicants can come to 

the search committee from the Church Dep-

loyment Office, the diocesan bishop, mem-

bers of the parish, and applicants them-

selves. As reported to the vestry, we expect 

to start receiving the names of applicants in 

October. 

 Stage 8: Interviews. Applications are 

reviewed and interviews conducted. 

 Stage 9: Final selection and calling of 

the new rector. 
 The search committee reports regularly 

to the vestry, and we will keep parishioners 

informed of progress on the search through 

the newsletter. 

 Although we have some way to go be-

fore calling a new rector, now is not the time 

to coast. The interim period need not be a 

time of anxious waiting. It can be a time for 

our parish to discover new spiritual strengths 

and gifts. God is always with us and never 

more so than when we are in the midst of 

change.

Our New Bishop-Elect 

 The Rev. Scott Benhase was elected 

September 12 as tenth bishop of the Epi-

scopal Diocese of Georgia. Rev. Benhase 

(bin-hays), 52, Rector of St. Alban’s Epi-

scopal Church, Washington, D.C., was 

elected on the second ballot from a field of 

six nominees. He received 76 votes of 146 

cast in the lay order and 58 of 103 cast in the 

clergy order. Election on that ballot required 

74 in the lay order; 53 in the clergy order. 

 Under the Episcopal Church’s canons 

(III.11.4), a majority of bishops exercising 

jurisdiction and diocesan Standing Commit-

tees must consent to Benhase’s ordination as 

bishop within 120 days of receiving notice 

of the election. Providing he receives the 

required consents, Benhase will succeed 

Georgia’s ninth bishop, Henry I. Louttit, 

who has served the diocese since January 

1995. The ordination and consecration is set 

for January 23, 2010, at the Savannah Inter-

national Trade and Convention Center. 

 Rev. Benhase graduated from Virginia 

Theological Seminary. He served congrega-

tions in Indiana, North Carolina, Ohio, and 

Virginia before being called to St. Alban’s 

in 2006. He is married to Kelly Jones Ben-

hase; they have three children, John, 21; 

Charley, 18; and Mary Grace, 16. To see his  

resume, video presentation, and answers to 

the search committee’s questions, go to:

 The other nominees were: Rev. William 

Patrick Gahan, Rev. Frank S. Logue, Very

merman. The Diocese of Georgia covers the 

southern two-thirds of the state of Georgia, 

including Savannah, Augusta, Albany, 

Thomasville, Valdosta, and Brunswick.

Windows Book Preview 

Sun., Oct 11, 9:30 AM 
 The beautiful stained glass windows of 

St. Augustine’s are intimately related to our 

faith and worship, but their abstract imagery 

makes their meaning mysterious and elusive 

to most of us. Understanding them involves 

learning how to see them. Parishioners Su-

san Yarborough and Celeste Ray have writ-

ten a book about the windows, the product 

of nearly two years research into their histo-

ry and interpretation. Gracious Light: The 

Windows of St. Augustine’s tells the story of 

the windows’ design and construction. It 

explains how their complex imagery and 

symbolism relate to Holy Scripture, to our 

faith as Christians, and to our worship. It 

explains how the windows relate to the ar-

chitecture of our church, and what they have 

in common with the great cathedral win-

dows of Europe.  

 The black and white image heading this 

article shows the eagle from John, one of the 

three stained glass windows in the narthex 

of St. Augustine’s. For centuries, the eagle 

has been the emblem of St. John the Divine, 

the “beloved disciple,” and author of the 

Fourth Gospel and the Book of Revelation. 

But why is the eagle John’s emblem?  

 Each of the Four Evangelists – Matthew, 

Mark, Luke, and John – has his own symbol. 

The symbols – winged man, lion, ox, and 

eagle – are the four creatures said to be sta-

tioned around the throne of God in Revela-

tion 4:7-8. Matthew’s symbol is a winged 

man or angel because his gospel emphasizes 

Christ’s humanity. Mark’s is a winged lion 

because his gospel begins with the voice of 
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John the Baptist crying in the wilderness. 

Luke’s is a winged ox because the ox is an 

animal of sacrifice and Luke’s gospel em-

phasizes Christ’s death as a sacrifice for our 

sins. Finally, John’s symbol, the eagle, was 

believed to be the only creature that could 

look directly at the sun and as John’s gospel 

emphasizes “only the Son has seen the Fa-

ther.” But this is not the whole story of the 

eagle in the John window. Nor does it ex-

plain why the other Evangelists are not 

represented. For that information, you will 

have to read the book. 

 Gracious Light will present detailed ex-

planations of each of the stained glass win-

dows of St. Augustine’s, complete with full 

color photos and diagrams showing how 

particular elements fit into each window’s 

overall design. The imagery of each window 

is discussed in terms of pertinent passages in 

Scripture, the Nicene Creed, and the Book 

of Common Prayer to relate them to the te-

nets of our faith. 

 Susan and Celeste will give a presenta-

tion about the windows during Adult Chris-

tian Education, Sunday, Oct. 11, 9:30 AM 

Please meet in the church where we can ad-

mire the light shining through the windows. 

There will be small prize for the person who 

can tell us which three windows depict a 

serpent. We will also begin taking pre-

orders for Gracious Light. Cost is $25 per 

copy. 

 

 

Wednesday Morning Bible Study 

 Wednesday mornings, a Holy Eucharist 

and healing service is held at 10:00 AM in 

the chapel, followed by the Wednesday 

morning Bible study group, from 11 AM to 

noon, in the Vestry room. Open to everyone, 

this Bible study is currently focusing on the 

Old Testament.  

 
 

H1N1 Flu and the Common Cup 

 With the outbreak of the H1N1 Flu pan-

demic, many people fear that close proximi-

ty to an infected person during church, shar-

ing the peace, and drinking from the 

common chalice could expose them to the 

H1N1 virus.  Although understandable, 

these fears are not supported by scientific 

evidence, and the low risk can be further 

minimized through common sense and good 

hand hygiene.  The H1N1 virus is transmit-

ted through droplets coughed or sneezed by 

an infected person, and droplets on a per-

son’s hands can be transmitted through 

touch.  

 Drinking from the common cup is cen-

tral to our liturgy and symbolizes our Chris-

tian life and identity.  Because we do not 

normally drink from common vessels, shar-

ing the chalice reminds us that the Eucharist 

is not a normal meal, but a foretaste of the 

Heavenly Banquet.  It also symbolizes our 

trust, fellowship, and commitment. Giving 

up this practice, even temporarily, would rob 

our liturgy of its power and meaning.   

 Although intinction is used as an alterna-

tive to the common cup, studies indicate that 

it may actually increase the risk of infection.  

More virus is generally found on fingers 

than on lips, so touching the wine or dipping 

a wafer handled by an infected person into 

the cup could contaminate the wine.  Based 

on current scientific data and the deep theo-

logical meaning expressed through our litur-

gy, the following guidelines are offered for 

our parish.  They are derived from standards 

established in the Diocese of New York by 

the Rt. Rev. Mark S. Sisk and the Rt. Rev. 

Catherine S. Roskam. 
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 Skip church if you have a cold or the flu. 

 Ministers and lay persons should wash 

their hands with soap and water or use 

an alcohol-based hand sanitizer before 

entering the church. 

 When intinction is preferred, only the 

minister should intinct the host. 

 If you do not want to receive the wine, 

receiving only the bread is a traditional, 

accepted alternative.  Please remain at 

the altar rail and cross your arms over 

your chest.  The cup-bearer will say the 

words of presentation, but you do not 

have to take the cup.
